4. Business Rates Retention – discussion with Tony Travers, LSE. CLG issued 8 consultation papers in August on the retention scheme’s details. These are very complex, aim to incentivise authorities to grow their local economies, ensure that there is reasonable matching between authorities’ resources and spending needs, prevent emergence of strong winners and losers,  ensure that the planned reductions in local authority expenditure are not compromised. The result is a set of very dense consultation papers which allow for the possibility of a new London Equalisation Scheme but only as one possible outcome. It would seem useful to review the Government’s approach and how central London could fit with all London, and with the national picture.    
     5.  Housing Market and Development Trends This paper summarises the increasing importance of international investment in our housing market, the divergence of central London from the rest of the country and increasing housing market polarisation, the (uncertain) impact of the new affordable rents model.
