Central London Olympics Programme: progress report 
1. The CLF Board is asked to note this short report about Olympics preparation.

2. CLF boroughs’ Olympics lead officers are meeting regularly to coordinate their work in preparing the central area for the Olympics, to help ensure that visitors receive a good welcome, that opportunities for local communities are maximised, that the cultural offer is well coordinated, Care is being taken not to cut across the extensive work of the individual boroughs in supporting and managing engagement of their own communities. 

3. The main areas being addressed are

· Tourism and preparing the area: volunteers and guides; wayfinding; meeting places and visitor hubs; preparing the streets; trading standards.

· Cultural programme: preparation with the Central Arts Partnership; programme and venues; marketing arrangements; build up to the Games themselves. 

· Media: coordinating the boroughs’ media teams; managing key themes and messages; relationship with unaccredited media.

· Safety and security: link to City Operations Group.

· Access to jobs: maximising volunteering and development of the Personal Best programme. Local business’ engagement and promotion of Compete4.

· Sports engagement: encouraging communities’ and peoples’ participation, with Sport Council’s sub-regional ProActive team.

· Transport: link to TfL ORN and boroughs’ TfL liaison arrangements. Developing good routes through and around the central area.

4. The Board wished to see good links established with the private sector led Task Force chaired by Sir David Bell and put together by Pat Brown. CLF has met both with Sir David and with Pat and will attend the next meeting of the Task Force in early June. 

5. The City Operations Group has the key role in planning the management of the central area during the Games period and it is hoped to establish liaison arrangements between the Group and the central boroughs. 
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
